Hebrew Palm OS localization system Hebrew PiLoc (Version 1.22)

Hebrew Palm Localization (Hebrew PiLoc) provides the localization of Palm OS to Hebrew language and enables Hebrew on-screen keyboard and Hebrew Graffiti system. PiLoc Hebrew supports Hebrew text writing from right to left, right text alignment in any application and Hebrew calendar.

National PiLoc’s are a standard mean of national language support, used by number of Palm resellers in Russia, Greece and Israel, which otherwise cannot sell Palm devices for the lack of localized national versions.

There are two modifications of Hebrew PiLoc in the program package (zip archive). One of them includes the program modification with original 3COM’s Graffiti. Hebrew Graffiti system is only mapped original 3COM’s Graffiti in that case. Using special utility (Graffiti Mapper) you can change the default mapping and create your own Hebrew Graffiti layouts.

Another modification of Hebrew PiLoc includes Hebrew Graffiti system, created by Paragon Software (MCD). Strokes look like Hebrew letters in this Graffiti system.

Choose modification that is more convenient for you to use. The best way to do it is to read chapter 3 (Hebrew Graffiti System) in both user manuals and try programs.

This user manual describes modification with Paragon’s Graffiti Hebrew system. Document HebrewPiLoc.doc in other directory describes modification with original 3COM’s Graffiti mapping.

Demo version limitations.

1. Every time you switch applications DEMO splash screen is displayed

2.  “It’s a DEMO” report is displayed from time to time, while you are typing text in any form

1. Installation

Attention! Paragon Software (MCD) doesn’t guarantee compatibility of PiLoc and some other software (for example, system hacks), which may get into Palm memory by incorrect way, trap system calls and change operating system behavior. If you experience problem in installation PiLoc, we recommend you to install PiLoc after full (hard) reset of your Palm. Don’t forget to back up all data to your desktop PC before PiLoc installation!
Installation PiLoc

· Run Install Tool from Palm Desktop on Your PC (run instapp.exe from Palm Desktop folder).

· Choose Lite.prc. Click “Add” button.
· For commercial version: choose a .prc file that has the same name as your device Flash ID number. Click “Add” button. Flash ID number of your device you can find out: Applications->Menu->Info->Versions.
For DEMO version: choose .prc file with the same name as your Palm device model.

· Fulfil HotSync operation.
· Do soft reset on your Palm device.
· Close down all Palm desktop applications and HotSync manager on your desktop PC. Copy dskpatch.exe file to Palm desktop directory on your desktop PC and run this executable file there.
Attention! After installation PiLoc old sorting of notes is kept in some databases. You should fulfil resorting notes twice (in Address application go Menu->Options->Preferences).
2. How to activate and use PiLoc?
To activate PiLoc tap PiLoc icon on you Palm (Applications screen) and set Hebrew language as system one. Wait appropriate system alert:
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Once Hebrew is a system language, you can check or uncheck following option:
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If the check box is checked (as is on the picture above), all dates, printed by means of operating system, will be in Hebrew style:
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Date selection dialog (in Preferences) will also support Hebrew calendar:
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If the check box is unchecked, all dates will be printed in Gregorian calendar.

When Hebrew is system language you can use Hebrew Graffiti, that enables write both Hebrew and English letters. Current Graffiti mode is shown by Graffiti indicator on right bottom corner of the screen: [image: image7.bmp] or [image: image8.bmp]
Text alignment

Hebrew PiLoc supports two types of text alignment: right and left. Alignment type is automatically selected for each edit field. If the edit field contains any Hebrew characters, text alignment is automatically set to right. Otherwise text is left justified. So you can have several edit fields with different alignment simultaneously as show on picture bellow:
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By default any empty edit field is left justified. But when you start to enter Hebrew letters in a field, alignment of current edit field will be automatically set to right for your convenience. This alignment is kept, while you are editing text in the field even if you deleted all Hebrew characters during editing. But if all Hebrew characters are deleted, alignment will be restored to left one automatically after end of current form edit operation.
2. Hebrew Graffiti System

There are two modifications of Hebrew PiLoc in the program package (zip archive). One of them includes the program modification with original 3COM’s Graffiti. PiLoc supports two languages (Graffiti modes) - Hebrew and English. Current Graffiti mode is displayed by Graffiti shift indicator that is usually placed on right bottom corner of the screen (as on the pictures above). This indicator may be in one of the following positions:

· [image: image10.bmp] - You are writing small English letters

· [image: image11.bmp] - First letter, you will write, is capital, following letters are small. This mode is absolutely analogous to Shift+letter keyboard operation mode.

· [image: image12.bmp]  - You are writing capital English text. This mode is absolutely analogous to CapsLock keyboard operation mode.

· [image: image13.bmp] - You are writing Hebrew letters

To switch between English Graffiti modes draw following Graffiti stroke: 
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To switch in CapsLock English mode from other English modes draw following Graffiti symbol:

To change language mode tap on Graffiti shift indicator on right bottom corner of the screen or draw special Graffiti symbol: [image: image17.bmp]
While you are in any (English or Hebrew) Graffiti mode, you will be able to write all non-English Graffiti characters: punctuation, numbers, extended shift.

The Graffiti strokes for "space" and "backspace" have been swapped when you are in Hebrew Graffiti mode.  The stroke from "right to left" [image: image78.bmp] is a "space", and from "left to right" [image: image79.bmp] is a "backspace". This feature will be in effect as long as you are in Hebrew Graffiti mode - and is independent of whether you're editing Hebrew or English text. However, when you write on the numeric side of the Graffiti area (even when you are in Hebrew Graffiti mode), the "space" and "backspace" will use their original definitions.

Final ("sofit") letters in Hebrew

In order to write a final ("sofit") letter in Hebrew, you must first do the letter you want to write (chof, mem, nun, tzadi, pay), followed by the "shift" stroke (from the bottom of the graffiti area to the top of the graffiti area). For example, if you want to type
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, you should first draw [image: image81.bmp] and then draw the “shift” symbol [image: image82.bmp].

Usually while you are writing a sentence in Hebrew, you enter some word with letter, say nun, at the end, then you do a “shift” stroke to bring it to final form, then you do a “space” stroke and continue to write next word. But for your convenience we add to Hebrew PiLoc special mechanism that allows you to avoid superfluous strokes. You just write a letter, then do the “space” stroke, and then continue to write next word. System will switch letter before “space” stroke to final form, if the letter has it. For example, to write a word with letter 
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 at the end, you should:

1. Write the word with [image: image84.bmp] stroke at the end. 

2. Do the “space” stroke [image: image85.bmp]. So letter [image: image86.wmf] will be automatically changed to 
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3. Continue to write next word

Menu shortcuts

When you use the command stroke to access menu items, the shortcut key is always an English letter. If you're in Hebrew Graffiti mode and you enter a command stroke, the Graffiti mode will automatically change to English for the time that you can enter the command letter. After entering the letter, or when the "Command:" label is erased from the bottom of the screen, the mode will return automatically to Hebrew one. This feature allows transparent use of command strokes from within Hebrew Graffiti mode.

Graffiti shortcuts

If you're in Hebrew Graffiti mode and you enter the Graffiti shortcut stroke [image: image88.bmp], the Graffiti mode will automatically change to English for the time that you enter a Graffiti shortcut name. After entering a Graffiti shortcut name and Graffiti shortcut text is displayed or shortcut entering is canceled, the mode will return automatically to Hebrew one. This feature allows transparent use of Graffiti shortcuts from within Hebrew Graffiti mode.

4. Uninstallation 
To remove PiLoc from your Palm:

· Set English as active system language.  (To do it click PiLoc icon on the Application screen).
· Do soft reset to your Palm.
· Click Application button. Then Menu button.
· Chose Delete option.

· Find PiLoc and delete it.
